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Fields in Psychology:

· Applied refers to practical and interactive psychology.

Clinical Psychology vs. Psychiatrist 
· A clinical psychologist (Ph.D.) studies, assesses, and treats people with psychotherapy (the treatment of mental disorders by psychological methods). 

· Psychiatrists, on the other hand, are medical professionals (M.D.) who use treatments like drugs and psychotherapy to treat psychologically diseased patients.
