5.3 Enlightenment Ideas Spread
Can you get your Enlightenment message out to the masses AND beat the censors?

To understand the ways by which Enlightenment ideas spread socially and politically, complete the following assignment:

1. Select ONE Enlightenment thinker. (Locke, Hobbes, Montesquieu, Rousseau, Wollstonecraft, Voltaire, Smith) 

2. Review their ideas about government in the textbook (pages 446-450)
3. Join a “Salon”—find people with similar ideas (GROUPS OF 3-4) and discuss these ideas and ways to spread them to the masses. 
4. You will choose one of the following ways to spread your message to the public:
a. Newspaper article—one page, include newspaper title, date, your ideas, why they are the best and why people should listen, pictures interviews, etc
b. Poster/pamphlet—one page, include your ideas and why they are the best, catchy sayings, pictures, diagrams, etc
c. Lyrics to a song—song should be several verses, include a melody, be catchy and clever, also include an ‘album cover’
d. Political cartoon—one or more scenes that cleverly show your ideas, include a half a page explaining your ideas and the thought behind the cartoon
e. Mural/painting—taking into consideration the section called Middle Class Audiences on page 453, create a colorful mural that conveys your ideas, include a half a page description of your mural and how you are showing your ideas, also discuss the Middle Class Audience section
5. Consider the following:

a. You live under a Monarchy;

b. Your message is intended for mass distribution through the use of the printing press;

c. Your ideas are competing with others in the classroom so your message needs to be convincing
d. YOUR IDEAS MUST BE CONVEYED PASSIONATELY REGARDLESS OF THE METHOD CHOSEN FROM ABOVE

e. Salon’s are used as social gatherings where ideas can be exchanged so it is encouraged that you help one another out with their projects.

6. When you have completed your project, take it to the printer (MS. HOFMANN) for approval to distribute to the masses…. 
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
